For their trouble they were beaten up and often killed.  Few of them lived out their natural lives.  Most of them were killed by people who refused to believe that Jesus had been raised from the dead.

	Saying “no” to ourselves goes against our natural desires.  Self-indulgence is something we see every day in the world around us, and often in ourselves.  To “kill” selfish desires in order to live Jesus’ way makes no sense to people thinking with the natural, unspiritual mind.  To “lose your life to find it” sounds like a contradiction, but that’s what Jesus says.  However Jesus says that when he comes back there will be rewards for putting selflessness into practice.
